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As many as 1.1 million BS-IV-com-
pliant vehicles were sold between 12
March and 31 March, according to the
data submitted by the government
through the ministry of road, trans-
port and highways (MoRTH). The
data also shows that more than
250,000 such vehicles were sold dur-
ing 29 March to 31 March, when strin-
gent lockdown measures were
imposed across the country. 

On the other hand, data submitted
by FADA showed combined sales of
225,247 units of such vehicles, which
comprised 94,076 vehicles sold by
members and 131,717 vehicles sold by
non-members of the lobby group.

he government has set
up a panel headed by
department of economic

affairs (DEA) secretary Tarun
Bajaj to select four new mem-
bers for the Reserve Bank of
India’s (RBI’s) Monetary Policy
Committee (MPC), two people
familiar with the development
said.

This comes after the govern-

ment refused an RBI request to
extend till 31 March 2021 the
tenure of three MPC members
whose terms end on 30 Sep-
tember. The MPC comprises
six members including RBI
governor Shaktikanta Das.

All three outgoing members
are external representatives,
who are appointed by the gov-
ernment for a fixed term of four
years. “The rules do not allow
for reappointment and hence a
search committee has been set
up. It also includes governor

Das,” the first person said,
requesting anonymity. Bajaj
also sits on RBI’s central board
as a government nominee.

“The request was made in
June keeping the covid situa-
tion in mind since the central 
bank is stretched for resources
because of work from home. 
Hence, it would have been diffi-
cult to carry out the exercise 
including the interviews of can-
didates,” the person added.

The three members whose
terms are set to end are Ravin-

dra Dholakia, Pami Dua and
Chetan Ghate. They were
appointed by the government
in 2016. The fourth member,
Janak Raj, an executive
director at RBI, retired in June.

RBI deputy governor Mich-
ael Debabrata Patra is the sixth
member of the interest rate-
setting panel.

Mails sent to RBI and finance
ministry spokespersons
remained unanswered. Calls
made to Bajaj’s office did not
elicit a response, either. 

DEA panel to select new RBI MPC members

T
he Supreme Court on Friday
barred the registration of Bha-
rat Stage-IV (BS-IV)-compliant

vehicles till further orders, observing
that something “fraudulent” may
have taken place as an unusual num-
ber of vehicles have been sold during
the second half of March, when the
lockdown was imposed to contain the
spread of coronavirus. 

The apex court passed the order
after taking into account the govern-
ment’s affidavit, which shows signifi-
cant variance in the data submitted by
the Federation of Automobiles Deal-
ers Associations (FADA) with respect
to the number of vehicles sold
between 12 March and 31 March. 

On Friday, the SC bench headed by
Justice Arun Mishra, expressed its dis-
pleasure on the sale of large number
of vehicles in March, saying “an unu-
sual number of BS-IV vehicles were
sold during the lockdown”. On the last
date of hearing, it had said that the
dealers had sold vehicles more than
the 10% stipulated by the court. 

B.R. Gavai and Krishna Murari,
sought details of the advertisements
placed by car dealers for BS-IV vehi-
cles since March. The case will be next
heard on 13 August. On 8 July, the
Supreme Court had decided to revoke
its decision allowing automobile deal-
ers to sell 10% of unsold BS-IV vehicles
within 10 days of lifting the lockdown
restrictions after 31 March.

In 2017, the apex court had decided
to stop sales and registration of BS-IV
vehicles from 1 April 2020, to control
rising pollution levels in Indian cities.

MoRTH, in compliance with the
order dated 24 July, filed an affidavit
giving the details of the vehicles that
were uploaded on the government’s
e-portal, e-Vahan, after 31 March. The
court had said that it will “protect”
only those vehicles that have been
registered on the portal. FADA had
been directed to give details of all the
vehicles sold to the government. 

The difference between the two
sets of data is because the one given by
FADA was for its members, besides
some non-members and was not
inclusive of every vehicle that was sold
during that period, according to an
industry expert.

T
he military-level talks expected
this week between Indian and
Chinese officials to defuse the
tension along the Line of Actual
Control (LAC) will be held after

2 August, two people said on Friday,
requesting anonymity.

India had proposed to hold the talks on
28, 29, or 30 July between Indian Army’s
14 Corps commander lieutenant general
Harinder Singh and his Chinese major
general Lin Liu, commander of South Xin-
jiang Military District. 

However, the date was pushed back
though the people mentioned above did
not say why the dates were not acceptable
to the Chinese side. 

One of the persons mentioned above
said that the talks were likely to take place
next week, considering that 1 August is
observed as the Chinese People’s Libera-
tion Army Day. 

Singh and Liu have met four times, on 6,
22, and 30 June, and 14 July, over disen-
gagement of troops along the LAC. The
earlier meetings led to withdrawal of
troops and the creation of buffer zones at
two key points, Patrolling Points (PP) 14
and 15. However, there has
been only limited progress at
PP 17A and at the banks of
Pangong Tso lake. Chinese
troops moved back slightly at
PP17A, according to an agree-
ment reached on 30 June, but
refused to pull back further
from Pangong Tso, he said. 

On Thursday, Indian foreign ministry
spokesman Anurag Srivastava said “some
progress” was made on disengagement,
but the “process has not been completed
yet”.  “The senior commanders of the two
sides will meet in the near future to work

out steps in this regard,” he said. 
Srivastava’s comments came after Chi-

nese foreign ministry spokesman Wang
Wenbin said that disengagement had
taken place and the situation was easing.

On Thursday, at a virtual session orga-
nized by Delhi-based think tank Institute
of Chinese Studies, Chinese ambassador
to India Sun Weidong said: “The border
troops have disengaged in most localities
and the temperature is coming down.”

Indian and Chinese troops had clashed at
Galwan along the LAC on 15 June, which
resulted in the deaths of 20 Indian soldiers
and an unknown number of Chinese
troops. 

Sun said China was not in
favour of resuming the proc-
ess of redefining the LAC
because it could “create new
disputes”. Chinese troops
were on its side of the “tradi-
tional customary boundary
line” on the northern bank of
Pangong Tso, he said.

However, Srivastava said on Thursday
that “We expect the Chinese side will sin-
cerely work with us for complete disen-
gagement and de-escalation and full res-
toration of peace and tranquillity in the
border areas at the earliest.”

ndian Oil Corp. Ltd  on Fri-
day said its capacity utiliza-
tion, which had increased to

around 93% of the pre-covid
levels in the first week of July, is
down to 75% following the
lockdowns imposed by state
governments. 

Capacity utilization is not
expected to be back to pre-
covid levels in the near future,
IOC chairman S.M. Vaidya said.

The capacity utilization of
IOC, India’s largest oil refiner
and fuel retailer, had shrunk to

35% after petroleum product
demand nosedived during the
first phase of the covid-19-led
nationwide lockdown. 

Meanwhile, the public sector
unit’s board also approved the
implementation of ₹13,805
crore integrated para-xylene
(PX) and purified terephthalic
acid (PTA) complex project at
Paradip, Odisha.

Energy consumption, espe-
cially electricity and refinery
products, is usually linked to
the overall demand in the econ-
omy. Other economic indica-
tors, such as electricity, railway
freight, goods and services tax
collections, and exports, are

showing some recovery. The
Indian economy started recov-
ering after the lockdown was
lifted in June. However, many
analysts said the recent surge in
covid-19 infections during the
‘Unlock’ phase and reimposi-
tion of lockdowns by local
authorities have interrupted
this recovery. 

Vaidya expects crude oil pri-
ces to hover around $40 per
barrel in the second half of
FY21. The international bench-
mark, Brent crude, traded at
$43.36 per barrel on Friday and
the US West Texas Intermedi-
ate was at $40.26 per barrel at
the time of going to press.

IOC capacity utilization drops to 
75% in Jul amid fresh restrictions Kalpana Pathak

he covid-19 pandemic
has delayed production
at Reliance Industries

Ltd’s (RIL) R-series block in
the Krishna Godavari (KG)
Basin. Production was sched-
uled to begin in June, but has
now been pushed to the sec-
ond half of this fiscal year, RIL
said in a call after its Q1 results.

In June 2017, RIL and its
p a r t n e r  B P  P l c .  h a d
announced an investment of
₹40,000 crore in the three
sets of discoveries to reverse
flagging production in its
KG-D6 block. These are
R-Cluster, Satellite Cluster

and MJ field. R-Cluster is the
first to come on stream. RIL is
the operator of the block with
66.6% stake; BP holds the rest.

“Prior to the covid-19 out-
break, the project
was on track for
commissioning
by mid-2020.
Drilling and sub-
sea installation
work for all wells
have been com-
pleted,” said RIL.

The company
said that offshore
works on the platform and pre-
commissioning requiring
mobilization of critical resour-
ces of original equipment
manufacturer contractors
from global locations are

pending due to covid-19
restrictions. “All efforts are
underway to commission the
project in H2 FY21,” RIL said.

Reliance has so far made 19
gas discoveries in
the KG-D6 block,
of which D-1 and
D-3 were brought
into production
in April 2009 and
MA, the only oil-
field in the block,
in September
2008.

Besides MJ-1,
four deep sea satellite gas dis-
coveries—D-2, 6, 19 and 22
—are planned to be developed
together with D-29 and D-30
finds on the block. The third
set is the D-34 or R-series find.
