“Qualcomm and Jio Plat-
forms along with its wholly
owned subsidiary Radisys Cor-
poration today announced
their expanded efforts to
develop open and interopera-
ble interface compliant archi-
tecture based 5G solutions with
a virtualized RAN,” according
to a press statement released by
the two companies on Tuesday.

The Jio-Qualcomm partner-
ship is a step towards the
Mukesh Ambani-led telco’s
aim of rolling out an indige-
nous 5G network as soon as the
government sells spectrum
through auctions. 

Ambani, at RIL’s 43rd
annual general meeting in July,
had said, “Jio has developed a
complete 5G solution from
scratch. This will enable us to
launch a world-class 5G service
in India using a 100% home-
grown technology and solu-
tion.” He had said the made-in-
India solution will be ready for
field deployment next year, and
Jio will be able to easily
upgrade its 4G network to 5G
due to the telco’s converged
network infrastructure. 

While Jio is confident of a 5G
launch soon, rivals Bharti Airtel
Ltd and Vodafone Idea Ltd are
of the view that India is yet to
develop an ecosystem for the
technology and that the reserve
price of spectrum in the bands
meant for 5G services is too
high.

D espite more than ade-
quate stocks of medical
oxygen for treating

covid-19 patients, the Centre is
setting up new facilities to add
capacity, and looking at
imports to create buffer stock
for any exigencies, the govern-
ment said on Tuesday. 

“There was neither any
shortage of medical oxygen in
the country during the last 10
months nor any shortage is
being faced now. In spite of
daily consumption of oxygen,
the oxygen supply has been in
surplus. Peak consumption of
medical oxygen of 2,791 metric
tonnes per day was during 9-15
September, which has come
down to 2,503 MT per day in
the second week of October.
Now, there is a surplus of
17,103 MT,” said Rajesh
Bhushan, secretary, ministry
of health and family welfare. 

According to the ministry,
around 43,022 patients were
on oxygen support as on 1 Sep-

The company announced
market share gains for its con-
dom brand Durex in India and
China. It reported strong
demand for Dettol and Lyson
globally. “Durex has gained
share in both China and India,
key emerging markets for the
business.” 

Reckitt Benckiser’s health
and hygiene brands Dettol,
Lysol, Finish and Harpic have
benefitted from a surge in covid
cases worldwide that has

altered consumer behaviour
and pushed more buyers in
markets like India to adopt fre-
quent cleaning practices. 

Globally, it reported 13.3%
jump in like-for-like sales
(excluding foreign exchange
fluctuations) led by greater
demand in its home and per-
sonal cleaning products. In

developing mar-
kets, its third
quarter revenue
grew by 10.1% on a
like-for-like basis
as a result of
strong growth in
Dettol and Lysol,
offset in part by a
fall in Enfamil in
Hong Kong.

The company said its India
business performed very well. “I
think our business in India con-
tinues to perform very well and
we are pleased with the progress
that the team is making, and the
strength of some of our brands 
in India and the ability for them
to navigate what is a complex 
operational environment is 
something we feel very good 
about…,” Laxman Narasimhan,
the company’s chief executive 
officer, said in the post-earnings
call.

M utual funds in India
saw their net foreign
liabilities drop by
18% in FY20, a
Reserve Bank of

India (RBI) report published on
Tuesday showed. Much of it, how-
ever, may have been the result of
the decline in the value of invest-
ments from non-resident Indians
(NRIs) in March, after the covid-19
outbreak hit the markets. 

Since then, the markets have
recovered close to their all-time
highs, and foreign assets of mutual
funds have also increased, albeit
from a low base, as domestic inves-
tors parked more money with
mutual funds investing outside
India.

Historically, foreign liabilities of
mutual funds (on NRI investments)
far exceeded their foreign assets. 

The foreign liabilities of mutual
funds fell from $12.4 billion in
March 2019 to $9.6 billion in March
2020. This is in contrast to a mar-
ginal increase in foreign liabilities
in FY19.

The figures are provisional and
subject to revision by the RBI.

However, broadly speak-
ing, they are likely to be an
outcome of the steep cor-
rection in Indian markets in
March.

On the asset side, foreign assets
of mutual funds rose from $0.67
billion to $0.77 billion with Indian
residents increasing their alloca-
tion to mutual funds investing par-

tially or fully in overseas stocks.

continued to remain the three larg-
est sources of NRI investment in
mutual funds.

The RBI survey also featured for-
eign assets and liabilities of asset
management companies (AMCs),
which manage mutual fund
schemes. The foreign liabilities of

AMCs rose from $3.3 billion to $4.4
billion, possibly representing the
increased value of foreign stakes in
Indian AMCs.

The year saw acquisitions of sub-

stantial stakes or full ownership by
foreign players, such as Nippon,
PGIM and Manulife, in erstwhile
joint ventures such as Reliance
Nippon AMC, DHFL Pramerica

AMC respectively and domestic
AMCs like Mahindra AMC. 

The UK and Japan were the larg-
est sources of investment in AMCs,
the RBI survey revealed, with both

countries accounting for
about 89% of foreign direct
investments (FDIs) in AMCs
in 2019-20.

“The market correction
in March is likely to have
caused the drop in the value
of NRI investments and,
hence, the foreign liabilities

of mutual funds. I have not seen
major redemptions from my NRI
clients,” said Amol Joshi, founder,
Plan Rupee Investment Services, a
mutual fund distributor.
