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Nato freezes a Cold War-era
security pact after Russia pulls out

Nato member countries that signed a key Cold War-era security
treaty froze their participation in the pact on Tuesday just hours
after Russia pulled out, raising fresh questions about the future
of arms control agreements in Europe. Many of Nato’s 31 allies are
parties to the Treaty of Conventional Armed Forces in Europe,
which was aimed at preventing Cold War rivals from massing for-
ces at or near their mutual borders. The CFE was signed in
November 1990 as the Soviet bloc was crumbling but was not
fully ratified until two years later. Nato said that Tuesday’s action
by its signatory members was required because “a situation
whereby Allied State Parties abide by the Treaty, while Russia
does not, would be unsustainable”. Earlier in the day, Moscow
said it had finalized its withdrawal from the treaty. AP

UBS posts first quarterly loss
since 2017 on Credit Suisse costs

Swiss banking giant UBS posted a larger-than-expected
loss in the third quarter on Tuesday, the first quarterly
drop since 2017 asit integrates fallen rival Credit Suisse.
UBS said the net loss in the third quarter stood at $785 mil-
lion (€732 million). The last time Switzerland’s largest
bank was in the red was in the fourth quarter of 2017. UBS
was strongarmed by Swiss authorities into buying Credit
Suisse for $3.25 billion in March over concerns that its
domesticrival could go under and spark a global financial
crisis.

After-tax distributable earnings fell
6.6% from a year earlier to $780 million, the New York-based
buyout firm said Tuesday in a statement. That beat 82-cent aver-
age estimate of analysts surveyed by Bloomberg. Fee-related
earningsrose 2.9% to $558 million on higher management fees,
short of the $570 million that analysts predicted. KKR raised $14
billion for the three months ended 30 September, helping boost
total assets under management to $528 billion, an increase of
6.5% since the end of last year’s third quarter. The firm held final
closes forits Next Generation Technology Il and Global Impact
II funds during the current quarter.
