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North Korea has a secret

long-range missile base near
Chinese border, report says

Site could potentially store intercontinental ballistic missiles capable of striking US mainland, according to CSIS

orth Korea has a heavily
fortified, covert military
base that could house its
newest long-range bal-
listic missiles, which are
potentially capable of striking the U.S.
mainland, according to anewreport.

The Center for Strategic and Inter-
national Studies, a Washington,
D.C.-based think tank, hasidentified
what it believes is a secret base near
the village of Sinpung-dong, about 17
miles from the Chinese border.

According to CSIS, construction of
the base started around 2004 and it
became operational a decade later.
Until recently, however, the site
remained undisclosed. CSIS used
interviews with informed sources, as
well as declassified documents, satel-
lite images and open-source informa-
tion, to identify the base.

Sinpung-dongis one of roughly 15
to 20 of North Korea’s undeclared
ballistic-missile bases and support
facilities spread across the nation,
according to CSIS, which has pub-
lished reports on nine of these sites.
The missiles stored at many of these
sites —including Sinpung-dong—can
carry nuclear warheads.

North Korea took great pains to
conceal the site, said Jennifer Jun, a
co-author of the CSIS report. “Sin-
pung-dong has been the most chal-
lenging to find thus far,” she said.

What distinguishes the Sinpung-
dong missile base from the others is
the absence of adjacent launchpads

Accordingto CSIS, that signals the
Sinpung-dong base could be
designed to accommodate mobile
intercontinental ballistic missiles
using solid fuel—a weapons system
that posesa particular threat to coun-
tries as faraway as
the U.S. These
types of ICBMs
can be fired from
massive trucks that can move around
to evade detection.

Thefactthat they contain solid-pro-
pellant engines means the missiles can
be largely pre-fueled and kept out of
sight, ready to go in case of a conflict.

D.Cha,a co-author of the CSIS report
and a former U.S. National Security
Council official. “North Koreawouldn’t
need a lot of time to fire these things,
making it hard to take them out before

theylaunch.”
CSIS says that construction contin-
ues on the site to

augment itsfacili-
ties.
The base—

whichisabout the size of New York’s
John F. Kennedy International Air-
port— appears capable of storing six
to nine of North Korea’s advanced
ICBMs, the launch vehicles required
towheel them into position, and the
thousands of troops needed for oper-
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ations, CSIS said.

The ICBMsaren’t generally stored
with the nuclear warheads already
affixed, in part to limit damage from
any attack on abase. That would likely
happen off-base at pre-surveyed sites
reachable within 30 minutes or so.

North Korea hasassembled around
50nuclearwarheads, with enough fis-
sile material to produce up to40 more
warheads, according to an annual esti-
mate from the Stockholm Interna-
tional Peace Research Institute.

Pyongyang’s impetus to build its
network of underground missile
bases has only grown in the wake of
the U.S. strikes in June of three

nuclear sites in Iran—facilities that

North Korea reportedly helped to
build decades ago. Leader Kim Jong
Un refers to the country’s nuclear
program as a “treasured sword” that
helps deter potential attacks and safe-
guards the nation’s independence.

Meanwhile, Russia’s use of North
Korea’s short-range, solid-fuel weap-
ons in the war in Ukraine has given
the Kimregime’s valuable real-world
know-how on how to operate them.

After talks abruptly broke down
between President Trump and Kim in
2019, North Korea resumed missile
testsand lifted its self-imposed mora-
torium on long-range weapons
launches. Pyongyang has since
unveiled newer ICBMs that have
longer ranges and the ability to carry
multiple nuclear warheads. The Kim
regime has shown no interest in
reviving nuclear disarmament talks
with the Trump administration.

On Monday, Kim, the 41-year-old
dictator, called for a “rapid expan-
sion” of North Korea’s nuclear arms
and blasted the joint U.S.-South
Korea military exercises that started
the same day.

The Kim regime has positioned
more shorter-range firepower closer
to the border with South Korea and
within range of Japan. But it has often
stored ICBMsin the northwestern part
ofthe country near the Chinaborder.

The fact that the Sinpung-dong
base sits so close to the Chinese bor-
derisdeliberate, said Cha.

“North Korea puts these missile
bases near the Chinese border to
make it harder for the U.S. to contem-
plate taking them out,” he said.
